Hi again... As you already know, | am a first-year student of the Technical Academy. My parents
live in Sochi and | study in Rostov-on-Don so | need some housing. There are two opportunities for me: |
can live in a dormitory (a students hostel), or to rent a flat (an apartment).

| decided to rent a flat. To make the rent smaller, I also decided to share my flat with another girl
— Natasha Kozlova. She studies at the Academy, too, and she is my best friend now. I'll tell you more
about her later.

Now, let me describe my usual working day. My classes begin at 8:30. So on week-days | have to
get up at 7:15.1 don't have an alarm clock and usually my roommate wakes me up and my working day
begins. | turn on the radio and do my morning exercises while Natasha takes a shower. | don't take a bath
in the morning because | don't have enough time for it. | take a cool shower (that's when | completely
wake up), brush my teeth. After that | go back to our room and get dressed. | brush my hair and put on a
light make-up. Then we have breakfast. Natasha makes breakfast every Monday, Wednesday and Friday.
| have to serve breakfast on Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays. | love to listen to the latest news on the
radio while I am eating and Natasha prefers light music.

We leave the house at ten minutes past eight and walk to the nearest busstop.

We live rather far from the Academy and it usually takes us about a quarter of an hour to get there
by bus.

The classes begin at 8:30 in the morning and they end at 2:00 p.m. We have lectures in different
subjects.

«Big Sochi — the best place on the Earth!»

Hello, everyone! Here is Ann Sokolova again. This time I'll tell you about

my lovely hometown — Sochi. | am sure everyone knows where Sochi is. For
those who are not really sure | remind that it is situated on the Black Sea coast
about 1500 km south from Moscow.

But what makes this city so special? Sochi is called the city of three seasons
because there's no winter here. As we usually say, «the golden autumn slowly
turns into the early spring.» When golden leaves slowly fall down on the earth the
first flowers begin to blossom. Sochi is the only northern subtropical city in
Russia. One can bathe in the Black Sea from May till October because the water of
the Black Sea is still warm. The water of the Black Sea contains many chemical
substances such as iodine, chlorine, bromine, sulphates, carbonates, sodium,
potassium, etc. All of them react with your body and make you healthier. There
are many mineral water springs in Sochi and its area.

Have you ever heard the name Big Sochi? Sochi is one of the most

stretched cities along the sea coast — it is 148 km long! Small towns and cities



Adler, Khosta, Kudepsta, Dagomys and Lazarevskoye belong to Big Sochi!

The history of this area goes back to the ancient times. One can call this

area «the Cradle of Mankind». People came here from the Asia Minor 400-350
thousand years ago. There are more than 150 historical places of interest in the
area. Here the camps and caves of prehistoric people have been found.

The dolmens — massive prehistoric grave structures from the 2nd

thousand B.C. are the features of the Bronze era. The most ancient five-stone
dolmens are found in the Sochi area. Travellers of the 19th century called dolmens
«the houses of the giants» because each grave stone weighs from 500 to 3000 kg.
It is still uncertain what technical developments made it possible to construct

such structures.

The rich lands of Caucasus always attracted invaders: Greeks, Romans,

Arabs, Genuese, Turks.

In the VIth century B.C. the Black Sea coast attracted Greek colonists, who

have based a number of trade-settlements, such as Dioscuria (modern city of
Sukhumi), Pitiunt (Pitsunda), Triglif (Gagra).

Christian religion was brought over from the Byzantynne three centuries

earlier than to Russia. In the end of Xth — beginning of the XIth centuries A.D. the
first known Christian constructions were built in Loo, Galitsino and Veseloye.
During the XVIl1Ith

-X1Xth centuries Russia conducted long wars with Turkey

for the exit to the Black Sea. In 1829, after the end of Russian-Turkish war, by the
peace treaty the Black Sea coast of Caucasus, from the mouth of the Kuban river
up to a fort St.Nicholas (to the south of modern city Poti), has departed to Russia.
Symbol of the victory of the Russian weapon in the war of 1829 is the

monument near modern hotel «Leningrad» — «Anchor and Cannony.



The end of Russian-Turkish war has not solved all the problems of

strengthening of Russia on the Black Sea coast. The Black Sea coastal line
consisting of 17 forts was created with this purpose.

On April 21st, 1838 a small wooden fortress was established in the Sochi

river area to protect this land from local tribes. It was named Alexandria in honour
ofemperess Alexandra. It was renamed one year later, on May 18, 1839 and
becameNavaginskoye. But in 1854, because of the beginning of the Crimean war,
the fortress was destroyed by Russian army. Russians left this area. Only 10 years
later, on March 25th, 1864 the new fortress named Dakhovskiy was established on
the place of the Navaginskiy fortress.

In 1896 by the decision of the Tsarist government fortress Dakhovskiy was
renamed in the settlement of Sochi, after the name of the river Sochi.

In the end of XIXth century the Black Sea coast was intensively occupied by

the immigrants from central parts of Russia, Moldova, the Ukraine, Byelorussia,
Georgia and Armenians and Greeks from Turkey. The Sochi district becomes
multinational area of Russian Empire.

In Soviet times Sochi was a quickly developing port, industrial and resort

city on the Black Sea. The fast development of the city and construction of modern
houses was due to Joseph Stalin's sympathy to this place. Many streets in the
center of Sochi look like the center of Moscow built in 30s and 50s.

Until now the favourite residence of Russian Presidents was Bocharov creek
(pyueit). Ski resorts of Krasnayapolyana, warm blue waters of Black Sea,
luxurious tennis courts create irresistable atmosphere around the place.

I guess, | have taken a lot of your attention already. You know yourself what

a popular resort is Sochi nowadays. Just buy the ticket and have your suitcases

packed!

The Russian Federation is the largest country in the world. It occupies about

1/6 of the Earth surface. The country is situated in Eastern Europe, Northern and



Central Asia. Its total area is over 17 million square km.

Our land is washed by 12 seas, most of which are the seas of three oceans:

the Arctic, the Atlantic and the Pacific. In the south and in the west the country
borders on fourteen countries. It also has a sea-border with the USA.

There is hardly a country in the world where such a great variety of flora and
fauna can be found as in our land. Our country has numerous forests, plains and
steppes, taiga and tundra, highlands and deserts. The highest mountains in our land
are the Altai, the Urals and the Caucasus. There are over two thousand rivers in the
Russian Federation. The longest of them are the Volga, the Ob, the Yenisei, the
Lena and the Amur. Our land is also rich in various lakes with the deepest lake in
the world, the Baikal, included.

On the Russian territory there are 11 time zones. The climate conditions are

rather different: from arctic and moderate to continental and subtropical. Our
country is one of the richest in natural resources countries in the world: oil, natural
gas, coal, different ores, ferrous and non-ferrous metals and other minerals.

The Russian Federation is a multinational state. It comprises many national
districts, several autonomous republics and regions. The population of the country
is about 140 million people.

Moscow is the capital of our Homeland. It is the largest political, scientific,
cultural and industrial center of the country and one of the most beautiful cities on
the globe. Russian is the official language of the state. The national symbols of the
Russian Federation are a white-blue-red banner and a double-headed eagle.

The Russian Federation is a constitutional republic headed by the President.

The country government consists of three branches: legislative, executive and
judicial. The President controls only the executive branch — the government, but

not the Supreme Court and Federal Assembly.



The legislative power belongs to the Federal Assembly comprising two
chambers: the Council of Federation (upper Chamber) and the State Duma
(lower Chamber). Each chamber is headed by the Speaker. The executive power
belongs to the government (the Cabinet of Ministers) headed by the Prime
Minister. The judicial power belongs to the system of Courts comprising the
Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court and federal courts.

Our country has a multiparty system. The largest and most influential

political parties are the «Unity», the Communist party, the «Fatherland-All
Russia», «The Union of the Right Forces», «The Apple», Liberal-Democratic and
some others.

The foreign policy of the Russian Federation is that of international
cooperation, peace and friendship with all nations irrespective of their political and
social systems.

Still, we should not forget about the problems that were left to us by the 20 century. The ecological
situation is rather serious and globalization has led to some cultural misunderstandings between
different nations. However, these problems can be solved if all the humankind would not only realize
the importance of these problems but would do something about it as well.

The history of Nizhny Tagil is closely connected with the life and activities of the Demidovs — the
founders and the owners of Tagil works. The forefather of this family, Nikita DemidovichAntufief
(Demidov) (1656-1725), was a great Russian smith and armourer. He was respected by Peter | for his
extraordinary skill and wisdom. Nikita Demidovich was a very efficient and industrious person. But
this man was also known as a cruel exploiter. He worked hard himself and at the same time his
requirements towards the others were rather high. His private life was marked by strict and even
ascetic simplicity. Up to the end of his life he didn‘t accept any ranks or rewards from Peter I.
AkinfyDemidov (1678-1745), a son of Nikita Demidovich, also possessed a merciless character. Not
only peasants but also people of higher ranks suffered from his utter strictness. A famous
Nev’yanskaya tower had become a symbol of the Demidovs® evil deeds. AkinfyDemidov was one of
the greatest Russian works owners who left no stone unturned widening his power in the Urals. His
iron will and inexhaustible energy helped him to succeed in works industry. Akinfy was an expert in
metallurgy, a skilful smith and a foundry worker. Due to his energy and persistence twenty-five new
works had emerged in the Urals and Siberia.

Nikita Demidovich and AkinfyNikitovich were the most prominent representatives of the Demidovs.
Their descendants were educated people but they led and idle life. The major part of their time they
spent in Moscow, St.-Petersburg and mostly often abroad. They visited their works not more than once
or twice in their lives.

None of them except for Nikita Akinfievich had gained the same fame as their ancestors had. As for
Nikita Akinfievich (1714-1789), his contribution to the development of Russian industry includes
three new works built in the Urals. Nikita Akinfievich

Demidov was also known as a patron of scientists and artists. He wrote a book “Account of a Travel”
in 1786, was in correspondence with Voltaire, established a prize of the Academy of Arts — a medal
—For Achievements in Mechanicsl.

Russian culturehas along and richculturalhistory, steepedinliterature,ballet, painting andclassical music.
Whileoutsiders may see the countryas drab, Russia hasaveryvisual culturalpast, fromitscolorful
folkcostumes to its ornate religious symbols.Here is a briefoverview of Russiancustoms andtraditions.
Balletisapopular notable art formcoming out of Russia. Founded in 1776,the Bolshoi Balletisa
classicalballet companybased at the Bolshoi Theatre inMoscow and known throughout the world. The
MariinskyBallet in Saint Petersburg is another famousballet companyinRussia.
PeterllyichTchaikovsky,a 19th-centuryRussiancomposer,is world renowned for "Swan Lake" and
the"1812 Overture,” among otherpieces. There are several —museums, includinghis
childhoodhome,showcasing his personalbelongings andmusicalartifacts.

Russianliteraturehasalso hada worldwide impact, with writerssuch as Leon Tolstoy ("Anna Karenina"
and "War andPeace") andFyodor Dostoevsky("Crime and Punishment" and"The Brothers
Karamazov")still being read around the world.Russiannestingdollsare well-known symbols ofthe
country. Thesesets of dolls, known as matrioshkadolls, consist of a wooden figurethatcanbe pulledapart
to reveal anothersmaller version of thesame image inside, andso on, often withsix or moredollsnested
inside one another. Thepaintingof eachdoll, which can be extremely elaborate,usuallysymbolizes a
Russianpeasantgirlintraditionalcostume.

Colorfullypaintedonion domes firstappearedduringthe reign of lvan theTerrible, according to
LonelyPlanet. Theyarecommonplace in Russianarchitecture andare
predominantatopchurchstructures. It hasbeen speculatedthat theyrepresent burning candlesor vaults
to heaven andoftenappear ingroups ofthree representingthe Holy

Half-black, half-white— how one womandiscoveredher romantic color-blind spot — ByAnna Holmes
Youarea girl wholooks likethe world,” afriendonce told me. | knew whatshe meant: Mycaramel-
coloredskin and curlyhair,the product ofa '70s-eramarriagebetween a white Midwesternwoman and a
black Southernman,markedmeas the living embodimentofthe triumphof love at the time.

I was raised to be open-minded andcurious. Andmybiracialheritagegave me a vantagepointtoseethe
world fromdifferentperspectives. But in mylate teens and early20s, this didn't preventme
fromassumingmyown racial blindspots, especially whenitcame tolove.Turns outthatthe girl
who"lookedlike the world"had a very muddled view ofit. Ididn'tknow who | was, or whomtotrust.
Whendarker-skinned men wanted to dateme,l assumeditwas becausetheyconsidered me a trophyfor
mylight skin.It remindedme of seeing so many successfuland powerful black males— politicians,
businessmen, entertainers— whoappeared alongside lighter-skinned, sometimes whitefemale
companions.Tokenism?It wasn't for me,sol either outrightrejected black menor begrudginglywenton
dates withthemonlyto write themoff wellbefore thedessertcourse arrived.

Caucasian menwereanotherproblem: | didn't believe theysaw me as a potential romanticpartner,
giventhat | knew so few white male/black female couples. And although | socializedand workedwith
whitemen, the romantic relationships | entered intowith themwere brief andunremarkable.l didn't trust
themeither, assumingthey saw me as a novelty, asa waytosample anotherculture, or asastand-in for
allblack women.

Inhindsight, mydistrust of men didn'tgetme far.l hadn'tyet learned that givingothers thebenefitof
thedoubtwas animportant partof findinglove,bothfromothers and within myself. | wasignorant
thatappearancescould bebothdeceivingand alienating— that myracializationof romance kept me at arm's
lengthfromdeeperintimacy.Not trustingthatwhite or black men wouldseebeyond myskin colorlet me
stayapart,aloof, evena little superior. It gave me an excuse to overlookthe factthat Ihadtrust issues with
all men, thatmyhesitations and presumptions wereless about fears ofbeing rejected andmore about
myanxieties overreallybeingseen.

Eventuallylgotover myself. Inmy mid-30s, | met and marriedadark-haired white Australian. He waswell-
acquainted with interracial relationships— two of hissisters had babies with menof color— andwas



generallylessconcerned withappearancesthan | was."Look, I'mdarkerthan you!"he oncepointedout after
I'd tried— andfailed — toget a tan while onvacation. It was ajoke, but itwas also true. | winced a
little: The irony wasnotlost on me.
